Cotton Dish Mop

Materials

-1 wooden dowel (cut at the desired length)

-2 knitting needles (2mm- US 0)

- 2/8 weaving cotton

Preparation

Depending on your personal preference, you must prepare 40 to 45 locks of 2/8 weaving cotton in the colors you want. These locks are made up of 8 to 10 threads each and are about 12 to 13 inches long.

Before you start knitting, you must also have 2 balls of thread so you can knit the dish mop with doubled 2/8 cotton thread.

****Each row will be worked in knit stitch****

Cast on 21 stitches

1st row


Knit all stitches

2nd row

Knit all stitches

3rd row

K5, place a lock saddled half in front of work and half in back between your needles

K3, ** bring back end of lock in front and then front end in back.**

K3….and repeat the procedure **  ** until the end of the row which should end with K1.

4th row


Knit all stitches

5th row


and all odd rows…. As row 3

6th row


and all even rows…As row 4

When all locks (40 or 45) have been placed , bind off.

With the tail from the beginning, carefully attach the work to the dowel. You can use small nails to attach solidly to the dowel or make small holes in the dowel through which you will pass the thread often to make sure it is solidly attached. Turn the work around the dowel tightly and glue with waterproof glue (optional). Sew with hidden stitches when it is rolled completely around the dowel. Place the fringes and trim so that they are all equal. Let dry for 8 hours before using (if glue was used). 

Important:  the dish mops must always be made with 100% cotton for best results. The length of the locks as well as the number of cast-on stitches depend on your personal preferences… as many knitters make them with only 15 stitches. You can apply some varnish on your dowel before mounting your dish mop if you prefer.
