
 

 

Rivière Colorée 

Size: 210cm/32cm (without fringes). 

Material and abbreviations:  

4 skeins of Balder Viking of Norway, needles 8mm. 

1 cardboard of 24 cms wide, 1 pair of scissors, 1 hook of 

5mm or more. 

*….* repeat the pattern from *to*. 

Gauge (stocking stitch 10cm/10cm):10 stitches/12 rows 

Work: 

On the cardboard, prepare fringes: make 66 stalks. 

Cast on 34 stitches. Knit 1 row, purl 1row.Then: 

Rows 1 and 7 (right side of the work): *knit 1, 3 Yarn over* finish with knit 1. 

Rows 2 and 8 (Wrong side of the work): *purl 1, let the 3 yarn over of the last row fall down*, finish 

with purl 1. 

Rows 3, 5, 9, 11, 13, 15, 17 and 19: knit. 

Rows 4, 6, 8, 10, 12, 14, 16, 18 and 20: purl. 

Repeat this motive for 20 rows 8 times all in all. 

Knit rows 1 - 8 include, then purl 1 row (on the right side of the work), knit a row (on the right side 

of the work). Bind off flexibly  all stitches. 

Group fringes by 3 stalks and insert by means of the hook. 11 fringes of 3 stalks on each side of 

the scarf are needed. Bring in the threads, cut them to short, equalize fringes. Wash and block the 

scarf.
